



Breastfeeding Small Grant Application
Grant Aid Assessment Criteria
The Breastfeeding Strategy group Sunderland Teaching Primary care Trust is providing limited grants (Maximum £1000) to health services, voluntary organisations, community groups, schools, pre-schools, and workplaces which are promoting breastfeeding initiation and continuation rates. It is our intention that these limited grants will enable your organisation in working towards promoting breastfeeding at community levels to the wider community (partners, mother in laws) and changes the social attitude as breastfeeding is most natural way of infant feeding. The following organisational criteria and assessment criteria are being used when evaluating your grant application form.
Organisational Criteria
The applicant:
· is eligible to apply for a grant aid

· has policies and procedures which follow good practice

· is able to demonstrate that work can be sustained

· applies sound financial management procedures and has proper budget for its work.

Assessment criteria

The application will be assessed against how well it meets the breastfeeding promotion objectives, sustainability and the methods of monitoring and evaluation of the projects, which are as follows:
· Increase people’s knowledge and skills related to breastfeeding

· Raise awareness of the health benefits of breastfeeding
· To support in promoting breastfeeding among the  most vulnerable groups (especially mothers accessing healthy eating vouchers)
· How will you monitor and evaluate your work

This is assessed through your answers to the grant application form and the supporting documents you are sending with your application.
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
