This is an innovative new scheme that will help residents to revitalise homes and community buildings within the Back on the Map area, of Sunderland. Residents, voluntary and community groups in Hendon and the East End will be able to take advantage of the new Back on the Map-funded Community Paint Bank from late summer 2009. Members of the Paint Bank will be able to buy tins of emulsion and gloss at reduced costs. Residents with unused tins of paint will be able to drop them off so they can be re-used and recycled in their neighbors’ decorating projects.
