PC Robert Smith is part of the Neighbourhood Policing Team. He presented the general statistics for the area for the last 3 monthly period. 
The Millfield area has had a high number of burglaries over the last few months. 

Sunderland City Police have had good results over the last few months in tackling crime, 

Hendon has had 19.3 burglaries from Sept – Nov 2009 – vehicle crime is high in Hendon a lot of this is present on match days. 
Crime rates are down due to detection rates. 
Burglary rates are down due to a Burglary Team being introduced.
